Chief Clerk updated the media on Sharon State Towers residents that will be vacated soon. The
Emergency Rental Assistance Program (ERAP2) Director and the County are working closely
with Department of Human Services (DHS) and with local agencies to form a Resource Team to
address needs such as permanent housing, food, transportation, etc. At this time the future of
the building is to be determined.
